Gate codes make our live easy, but
sometimes they can give us a bad

The 4digit codes that we give to
people are often passed on from
one person to another without
our knowledge, and over time
more and more people, who have
no right to be in our community,
have our gate codes. In the past
such unauthorized use of codes
has given burglars access to our
homes resulting in thousands of

dollars in losses to our residents.
The highest risk is from service

people and vendors. Turnover
rates are high and just because a

wor ker has l eft
mean heds forgott

many workers (for landscaping,
pest control, pool maintenance,
delivery men, housekeepers, baby
sitters, handymen, etc.) have got-
